Eklutna Water Treatment Plant Tour

This bus tour takes you to scenic Eklutna Lake and Thunderbird Falls as well as the
Eklutna Water Treatment Plant. Start at 1:00 PM by boarding the bus with your
box lunch. Stops will include the Ship Creek Energy Recovery Station and valve-
works, Eklutna Lake, the water treatment plant, and Thunderbird Falls. Here, you
may take a 5-minute trail walk along a ridge above Thunderbird Creek to the falls
viewing area, which is nestled and hidden in a deep canyon. The Eklutna Water
Treatment Facility can provide water at a rate of 35 mgd. Its water supply origi-
nates at Eklutna Lake, a vast turquoise-blue body of water that is a drought-resist-
ant natural reservoir. Runoff from the Eklutna Glacier and snowfields drains into
the eight-mile-long lake, which has an available water supply of approximately
220 mgd.The water is drawn through a large-diameter tunnel that winds through
six miles of canyons and hillsides as it travels to the Eklutna Treatment Facility.

highway tunnel in North America. It is also the first US tunnel with jet turbine and portal fan ventilation and
computerized regulation of both rail and highway traffic. Renovated in 2000, the tunnel is designed to with-
stand 150 mph winds and temperatures to -40°F. Its portal buildings are designed to withstand avalanches.
After passing through the tunnel, participants can tour the new cruise ship docking area with the harbormas-
ter,and take some free time to explore the port city of Whittier on Prince William Sound. Whittier is situated
on a relatively narrow fjord and surrounded by snow-capped mountains and glaciers. On the return trip

along the same route, the bus will stop at Portage Glacier Visitor Center, where you can view the hanging
Burns Glacier. The bus returns to Anchorage by 6:00 PM. (For further information, check:
