CONSTITUTION

OF THE 

WESTERN REGIONAL YOUNGER MEMBER COUNCIL

OF THE 

AMERICAN SOCIETY OF CIVIL ENGINEERS

ARTICLE 1

Title
Section 1. 

The name of this organization shall be the Western Regional Younger Member Council of the American Society of Civil Engineers.  Hereinafter, the term “Council” shall refer to the Western Regional Younger Member Council.  Hereinafter, the term “Society” shall refer to the American Society of Civil Engineers. 

ARTICLE 2

Objective

Section 1. 

The objectives of the Council are: 

A. 
To further the advancement of the profession of civil engineering consistent with the purpose of the Society. 

B. 
To build relationships and improve communication between Younger Members and the Society. 

C. 
To provide a forum to discuss topics of concern and interest to Younger Members. 

D. 
To recognize the accomplishments of Younger Members in Region 8 and Region 9 of the Society. 

ARTICLE 3 

Bylaws

Section 1. 

The Council shall adopt Bylaws consistent with this Constitution for the guidance of Officers, Representatives and Members.

ARTICLE 4 

Membership

Section 1. 

A Younger Member must maintain good standing in the Society as defined by the latest edition of the Society’s Official Register.

Section 2. 

Membership in the Council shall be comprised of Younger Members in Region 8 and Region 9 of the Society, regardless of whether they belong to an Official Younger Member Group / Forum.  

Section 3.

Hereinafter, the term “YMG” shall refer to Younger Member Groups/Forums.

ARTICLE 5 

Representatives
Section 1.

Each YMG within Region 8 or Region 9 that have Bylaws approved by their respective Section or Branch and submitted to the Committee on Younger Members shall be recognized by the Council as an Official YMG.

Section 2.
Each Official YMG in Region 8 and 9 shall identify a President or Chair of their group as the Younger Member Representative to the Council, hereinafter referred to as Representatives.  There shall be one and only one Representative for each Official YMG in Region 8 and 9 during each Council meeting.  Proxies are acceptable as prescribed in the Bylaws.

Section 3.

Representatives shall be voting members during Council Business Meetings and Council matters. Representatives must meet membership requirements.  

ARTICLE 6 

Officers

Section 1.
The Council shall have two Officers consisting of the Chair and the Past Chair.  Neither Officer may be a Representative during their term.

Section 2. 

Duties of the Officers shall be as prescribed in the Bylaws. 

ARTICLE 7 

Dues and Fees

Section 1. 

Dues or registration fees for members of the Council shall be as prescribed in the Bylaws.

ARTICLE 8 

Business Meeting

Section 1.

The Council shall hold at least one Business Meeting annually to conduct business of the Council.  

Section 2.

Voting members of the Business Meeting shall be the Representatives. 

Section 3.

The quorum for the Business Meeting shall be at least fifty percent of the YMG Representatives.  The Past Chair is responsible for maintaining the total number of Representatives on record for each fiscal year.

ARTICLE 9 

General Meetings

Section 1. 

The Council may hold General Meetings to supplement the Business Meeting as prescribed by the Bylaws.

ARTICLE 10 

Amendments

Section 1.
Amendments to this Constitution may be initiated by any Council Officer or Representative. Proposed amendments must be submitted in written form and be endorsed by at least three (3) Representatives in addition to the submitter. To be considered for adoption at a regular Business Meeting, the amendment must be submitted 75 days before the date of the meeting. 

Section 2.
After review and discussion by the Council Officers, and any changes agreed upon by the submitters and endorsers of the proposed amendment, the Past Chair shall submit the amendment to the appropriate Society Committee for consideration and approval.  

 Section 3.
Upon approval by the appropriate Society Committee, the proposed amendment shall be submitted to the Council Representatives for approval. The text of the amendment shall be provided to the Representatives at least 20 days before the meeting at which the vote will be taken.  

Section 4.
The amendment shall be immediately effective upon a minimum two-thirds affirmative vote of the Representatives in attendance at the meeting, with a quorum being present.  

Section 5.
Upon adoption, the Past Chair shall notify all the Council Representatives of the amendment within 30 days, and provide the full text of the amendment. A copy shall also be sent to the appropriate Society Committee for their records.

ARTICLE 11 

Administrative Provisions

Section 1. 

No part of the net earnings of the Council shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its Officers, Representatives or any other private persons, except that the Council shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable reimbursements, payments or compensation for services rendered in furtherance of the purposes set forth above. 

Section 2.

No substantial part of the activities of the Council shall be carrying on propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Council shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of statements), any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office. The Council shall not carry on any activities prohibited by the provisions of the governing documents of the Society.

Section 3.

A Conflict of Interest shall be defined as any activity, transaction, relationship, service, or consideration which is, or appears to be, contrary to the best interest of the Council or the Society, or in which the interests of an individual or another organization has the potential to be placed above those of the Council or the Society.  Any interested individual must disclose the existence of any actual or possible conflict of interest and all material facts to the Council entity considering the proposed transaction.  Action to address the conflict shall be taken by either the interested individual or the Council entity.

Section 4. 

Upon dissolution of the Council, the assets remaining after the payment of the debts of the Council shall be distributed to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific, testing for public safety, literary or educational purposes, or for the prevention of cruelty to children or animals, which would then qualify under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as they now exist or as they may hereafter be amended, as the Council shall have designated and in the absence of such designation they shall be conveyed to the Society.
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
