14.0 New Business (presented by RAK)

· Discussed Assembly. Need to have something fun to break up the middle of the meeting. Need to also have more clearly stated objectives. Before the Assembly, need to provide information to attendees on what the Assembly is supposed to accomplish. It is good to have National presence to answer and explain current events at National. Who from National should attend? It should be someone who can speak to the most current issues. Maybe Treasurer – can always speak to monetary issues.

· Need to provide a “general discussions” section on the agenda to discuss topics not clearly addressed. The Section and Branches’ discussion of pros and cons was good. Hard to vote on “big-ticket” issues (ie: Strategic Planning) without prior preparation. Reports need to be prepared in advance, to be able to discuss at Assembly. · Discussed length of meeting. No decision.

· Will the delegates to the Assembly receive meeting minutes? The Section and Branch Presidents and delegates will receive notice that meeting minutes are available.

· CYM should be invited to the Assembly. 

· Discussed Governors covering different geographic areas.

· ASCE Geographic Dept. needs to get key addresses and contact info.

· Discussed Younger Member issues. Possibly get YM’s to attend to be involved in discussions?

· Discussed continuing education and specialty certification issues.

14.0 New Business (cont’d)
