ACTION - AWH requested that each Governor collect Calendar data from their representative Sections and Branches and submit it to LC.  LC will look into ways to automatically update this information and report on it at the next board meeting.

6.0 New Business

6.1 Region 1 Nominations: Nominating committee met as a separate meeting.  AWH informed the R1BOG that Governor Anthony Puntin was selected as R1 Society Director candidate and David Westerling was selected as Governor 3 (BSCE) (2009 to 2011) candidate by the R1 Nominating Committee.
A review of R1BOG Governing Documents noted that the Governor 6 Appointed (Small/Medium) (2009 to 2011) selection shall be done August 15-30, 2008 by rule.  
AWH thanked all who submitted nominations materials and suggested that they try again in the future.

AWH noted that if Governor Puntin is elected Society Director it would create another Governor appointment that needs to be filled by the R1BOG.

6.2 President-Elect Endorsement: RAK provided an explanation of ASCE’s President-Elect Endorsement policy to maintain an even playing field.  MPR gave out copies of

“Declared Candidates List and Changes to Election Policy and Procedures” that he obtained from Tom Smith.  After some discussion, AWH requested a straw poll on whether to proceed on a President-Elect Endorsement.  Straw vote to continue was approved.

TAD informed the board that he received an e-mail from Past Director Podwal noting his past experience with the 3 candidates and who he recommends R1BOG Endorse.  CL then noted his experience with the 3 candidates.  AHA noted her experience with the 3 candidates.  RAK noted her experience with the 3 candidates.  Other board members also noted some of their experience with the candidates.  WJC and GVC noted their disappointment in the timing of the process did not allow sufficient time for the Governors to bring this material back to their Sections and Branches before voting on an endorsement request.
