Jackie S. Pettway, PhD., P.E., Chief of the Harbors, Entrances and Structures Branch at the Coastal and Hydraulics Laboratory, serves as the At-Large Governor of Region 5 of the American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) representing members from Alabama, Florida, Georgia, Louisiana and Mississippi.
As the chief of the Harbors, Entrances and Structures Branch, Pettway leads a team of 30 engineers, scientists, and support staff which conducts research and engineering support regarding the planning, design, operation, management, and maintenance of inland structures, ports, and waterway systems.  Prior to becoming chief, Pettway was a research hydraulic engineer with the Coastal and Hydraulics Laboratory.  Her research included parallel adaptive finite element modeling of groundwater/surface water flow and transport, parallel parameter estimation software for handling large-scale, multi-physics applications, and contaminant fate and transport in surface water and groundwater.

Some of Pettway’s awards include the ERDC award for ERDC Award for Outstanding Team Effort, Department of the Army Certificate of Appreciation for Patriotic Civilian Service, and selection to the Emerging Leaders Conference.  In addition to her activities with ASCE, Pettway volunteers as coach for the UPWARD basketball program, coach for the youth soccer and baseball leagues, science fair judge at area schools, and coordinator and presenter for school outreach programs as part of Engineer’s Week.
