Areas that you may want to change and/or add more specific detail are highlighted, and suggestions are provided in italics for what you might add.  It is always good to personalize correspondence as much as possible, to provide your employer with an understanding of your involvement in ASCE.

· ASCE offers an ethical standard to uphold and the resources necessary when support is needed.
